Walking I nto Our Promise Land

As we consider our walk with God in comparison ie &hcient people, the
children of Israel, it is easy to see how God's Tddtament people are types and
shadows of our walk with God.

God brought His people out of Egypt with an highddbgypt is a type of the
world. When we come to Christ (The Anointing), veeeive the power to
overcome the world - - - our worldly appetites ana worldly ways. Jesus spoke
to His disciples:

"These things | have spoken unto you, that in Maigét have peace. In the world
ye shall have tribulation: but be of good cheehnalve overcome the world." John
16:33

If we are to walk as Jesus walked, we, too, mustanme the world and all its
influences in our lives. When Jesus met with Jamthe Isle of Patmos, He
revealed eight promises we, too, can claim in calkwvith God.

". .. To him that overcometh will | give to eatlo# tree of life, which is in the
midst of the paradise of God." Revelation 2:7

". .. He that overcometh shall not be hurt of $eeond death." Revelation 2:11

". .. To him that overcometh will | give to eatlo¢ hidden manna," Revelation
2:17

"And he that overcometh, and keepeth My works tiiet@nd, to him will | give
power over the nations:" Revelation 2:26

"He that overcometh, the same shall be clothedhitewaiment, and | will not blot

out his name from the book of life. . . ." RevelaBdb

"Him that overcometh will | make a pillar in themele of My God . . . " Revelation
3:12

"To him that overcometh will | grant to sit with NieMy throne . . ." Revelation
3:21

"He that overcometh shall inherit all things; andill be his God and he shall be
My son." Revelation 21:7

To those who have Spiritual eyes, it is plain totbe¢ all the promises of God are
made to the overcomers. No such promises are matlede who are overcome by



the world. In the parable of the sower, Jesus gafeur examples of those who
received the Word of God:

"And when he sowed, some seeds fell by the wayasidéhe fowls came and
devoured them up. Some fell upon stony placesenhey had not much earth:
and forthwith they sprung up, because they hadaspdess of earth. And when
the sun was up, they were scorched; and becaugéd#itbno root, they withered
away. And some fell among thorns; and the thorngrgpup, and choked them."
Matthew 13:4-7

The first three who received the Word were overcbgnthe world and their self
desires. The first seed fell by the wayside. Thed\Weas given no chance in his
life. Because of this, the fowls (evil spirits) @ewved the Word.

The second seed fell on the stony heart of man\Wéwel had an effect for a short
time, but when the desires of the flesh took ilis tile Word of God was forgotten
and the old life revived.

The third seed fell among thorns, and the thornsrgpup and choked out the
Word. What are the thorns that choke out the Wdes$is revealed:

". .. the care of this world, and the deceitfumes$riches, choke the Word, and he
becometh unfruitful." Matthew 13:22

The cares of this life and the deceitfulness ofesctvill make all the work of the
Lord unfruitful in our life. Being unfruitful meari%o fruit of the Spirit in their life
- - - no love, no joy, no peace, no longsufferimg,gentleness, no goodness, no
faith, no meekness, no temperance, no lowlinespatience, and no
righteousness. These are destroyed by the carbs ofdrld and the deceitfulness
of riches.

The fourth person who received the Word broughhfémit:

"But other fell into good ground, and brought fofthit, some an hundredfold,
some sixtyfold, and some thirtyfold." Matthew 13:8

The Word of God fell on good ground and broughtif@m hundredfold, sixtyfold,
and thirtyfold. These are the "called", the thiotgf, the "chosen", the sixtyfold,
and the "elect", the hundredfold. Jesus continued:

"Who hath ears to hear, let him hear." Matthew 13:9

It is easy to see only those who have an eye tasg@n ear to hear are going to
enter into God's presence when this dispensatioongplete.



Israel was given their promise land, and it wasatbeternity. But Israel did not
keep their promise land because of their unbélieflay we look forward to our
promise land, the Kingdom of God.

When Moses was about to die, he called all Isaggther, and related to them
concerning their journey in the wilderness. ThekbobDeuteronomy is the recap
of Israel's forty years in the wilderness. Fortyhis number of testing, probation,
and trial. Israel was on probation those forty ge@nly two men over sixty years
of age entered into their promise land - - - JosinchCaleb. All those who failed
God died in the wilderness. God spoke through Moses

"Because all those men which have seen My gloyMyymiracles, which | did in
Egypt and in the wilderness, and have tempted Methese ten times, and have
not hearkened to My voice. Surely they shall nettBe land which | sware unto
their fathers, neither shall any of them that prieed Me see it." Numbers 14:22-
23

The same is true today. Those who do not have Sgigites to see, nor Spiritual
ears to hear will not enter into their promise latheé Kingdom of God.

When Moses called all Israel together, he remirtlech how God had proved
Himself over and over again to them in their wiltkss experience. The book of
Deuteronomy is the written record of these expesen

"Now therefore hearken, O Israel, unto the statates unto the judgments, which
| teach you, for to do them, that ye may live, gadn and possess the land which
the Lord God of your fathers giveth you." Deutenoiycd: 1

Israel was given many statutes and judgments éodywbecause they refused to
hear God's voice when He appeared to them on Mainai. If they would do
these statutes and judgments, they would preskeevelives.

God's desire was that they would all go in and ges$he land of promise, but
those who refused to hear His voice would die entliderness. God has made
this same promise to those who will go in and pesdeeir promise land, the
Kingdom of God. We, too, must hear God's voice, @mdHis will, or we will be
like those who refused to be obedient in the wildes, and were destroyed.

"Fear not, little flock; for it is your Father's galopleasure to give you the
Kingdom." Luke 12:32

It is God's total good pleasure to give His lifteck the Kingdom of God. The
word little means "small." As with Caleb and Joshtwill only be a small flock
who will receive the Kingdom of God.



Many believe all who call on the name of the Lordl emter into the Kingdom, but
as the prophet Joel relates:

"Put ye in the sickle, for the harvest is ripe: @rmet you down; for the press is
full, the fats overflow; for their wickedness i®gt." Joel 3:13

Joel spoke of the time when God would put in Hiklsi for the harvest time. In
His parable of the wheat and the tares, Jesus g&/essight as to what Joel was
referring to:

"The enemy that sowed them is the devil; the harséise end of the world; and
the reapers are the angels." Matthew 13:39

The harvest is the end of the world. The word usedhfeworld is the Greek word
AION, and should have been translatédye.” So the harvest comes at the end of
the Age. This is when God is going to thrust in Blckle. Jesus revealed this time
to John on the Isle of Patmos:

"And another angel came out of the temple, cryiitg & loud voice to him that sat
on the cloud, Thrust in thy sickle, and reap: toe time is come for thee to reap;
for the harvest of the earth is ripe." Revelation1®

God will thrust in His sickle to reap when the gasripe. The wordipein this
Scripture mean&o dry up, to wither away, and to become dry as# in the time
of harvest."What a perfect picture of the church system hetieeaend of the Age.
The dryness is apparent wherever we look. The fatiteging of the sickle is when
the tares will be gathered to be burned. But Gadahsecond gathering with His
sickle:

"And another angel came out from the altar, whielk lpower over fire; and cried
with a loud cry to him that had the sharp sickkeyiag, Thrust in thy sharp sickle,
and gather the clusters of the vine of the eadhjier grapes are fully ripe."
Revelation 14:18

The second time the angel thrust in his sickle,dthayed the cluster of the vine,
for her grapes were fully ripe. Notice a differerdrd was used in this Scripture
for the wordripe. In this instance, the word ripe medtesflourish and come to
maturity."This will be when God gathers His little flock, s@®who have come to
full maturity and completeness in Him.

So, if God only has a little flock at the time afrlaest at the end of the Age, where
will the majority of God's people be? Joel revediere the multitudes will be:

"Multitudes, multitudes in the valley of decisidor. the day of the Lord is near in
the valley of decision.” Joel 3:14



The multitude of God's people are in the valley@fidion. Joel explicitly warns us
that the day of the LordJudgment” is near for those in the valley of
decision.".These are those who do not know if they want to waik God or run
with the world. They want all God has to offer, yfey are unwilling to give up
anything to obtain it. God admonishes His peopleubh His Word:

"Wherefore come out from among them, and be yeaepaaith the Lord, and
touch not the unclean thing; and | will receive ydli Corinthians 6:17

If we want to be received or treated with favorday God, then we must come out
from among the worldly influences in our lives. \West separate ourselves from
anything and everything that takes our time andeyaway from God.. And we
must not touch the unclean thing. Speaking in aalrg@nse, our thoughts and our
lives must be morally clean. Moses also warneg#uaple how to handle the
Word of God:

"Ye shall not add unto the Word which | command yeither shall ye diminish
ought from it, that ye may keep the commandmenkedford your God which |
command you." Deuteronomy 4:2

This is the same warning Jesus gave John on theflBlatmos:

"For | testify unto every man that heareth the woaod the prophecy of this book, If
any man shall add unto these things, God shalladd him the plagues that are
written in this book:" Revelation 22:18

The plague written in the book is the wrath of Gddalh He will pour out upon all
sin. God has given us fair warning so we do notehawe among those who hide
themselves in the dens (caves) and rocks, cryitigetonountains and rocks to fall
on them and hide them from the wrath of God, Reieia:16.

Those who have added to God's Word by teachingfalsdghdoctrines as a false
rapture, once saved-always saved, eternal secanitiultimate reconciliation will
partake of what God has promised those who havedatddHis Word.

God also made promises to those who take away HtisiVord:

"And if any man shall take away from the wordsheflbook of this prophecy, God
shall take away his part out of the book of lifedaut of the Holy City, and from
the things which are written in this book." RevalatR2:19

God is warning those who only use the Scripturggdee what they want to
believe, yet refuse the whole counsel of God. Gathw He will take their name
out of the book of life and out of the Holy Citychall the promises written in this
book. These are those who only accept the pattedBible which tend to prove



their man made doctrines and the precepts of tiegiominational orders. We must
accept everything written in His book or we hauwetaaway from His words of
instruction.

Moses continued his warning to ancient Israel which is also true for us today:

"Your eyes have seen what the Lord did becausaalp8or: for all the men that
followed Baalpeor, the Lord thy God hath destroyezht from among you."
Deuteronomy 4:3

By the words of Moses, our eyes can see what Gbtbdancient Israel because of
what happened in Baalpeor:

"And Israel abode in Shittim, and the people begarommit whoredom with the
daughters of Moab. And they called the people threacrifices of their gods:
and the people did eat, and bowed down to theisgddd Israel joined himself
unto Baalpeor: and the anger of the Lord was kiddigainst Israel. And the Lord
said unto Moses, Take all the heads of the peapkthang them up before the
Lord against the sun, that the fierce anger ofltbed may be turned away from
Israel. And Moses said unto the judges of Israaly $& every one his men that
were joined unto Baalpeor." Numbers 25:1-5

What was the sin Israel committed in Baalpeor? Tdwymitted whoredoms with
the daughters of Moab. As we have seen througheuiMord, when God's people
marry the heathen women, they turn away from the @od to worship the gods
of this world. Solomon is a good example of thigs heathen wives turned his
heart away from the God who had made him king tsrael.

Let's compare this with today. Many churches alloanrand women who are not
married, yet live together, to sit in their midsttwno admonition nor conviction of
their sin. Adultery and fornication are rampanthe church system today, even
among the leadership.

When Israel joined themselves or became part olipgag God's anger was
kindled against them - - - and His judgment wadtsavid complete. Moses was to
hang all the leaders who had allowed this to happlen the judges were to
pronounce judgment upon all those who were joind8dalpeor. They were to be
put to death so this sin would be totally clearfsenh the midst of Israel.

It is no different today. God's judgment is neawill be swift and complete. God
is about to deal with the sin of the world, and shrein His people - - - especially
those who are set as leaders over God's peoptés letter to the Hebrews, Paul
admonishes us:



"Obey them that have the rule over you, and supauitselves: for they watch for
your souls, as they that must give account, they thay do with with joy, and not
with grief: for that is unprofitable for you." Hebws 13:17

We are to obey them who have the rule over us aboh ourselves to them - - -
for they watch for our souls. But what happens wihexse leaders lead their flock
astray as they did in Baalpeor? God will deal, dedl harshly, with these leaders
of God's people. This is why it is so hecessary akiersure the leaders you have
submitted to are chosen of God and not selecteddyy

Today the church system is full of those leaderscsed by the people, and not
chosen of God. The church and the nations of tivdveme not going to get away
with their moral degeneracy. God's judgment isaalyebeing poured out in the
form of such diseases as Aids and other sexualhsinitted diseases.

Moses continues his admonition to Israel:

"But ye that did cleave unto the Lord your God aliee every one of you this
day." Deuteronomy 4:4

Moses was not speaking to those who came out oftE4ilghose who came out
of Egypt except for Joshua and Caleb had died imtltkerness because of their
rebellion and unbelief. Moses related to the people

"And the space in which we came from Kadeshbauna#,we were come over the
brook Zered, was thirty and eight years; untilthk generation of the men of war
were wasted out from among the host, as the Loadesunto them." Deuteronomy
2:14

All the millions (multitudes) who were not obedi¢atGod's Word perished in the
wilderness. Only the obedient where alive that dfdlgat a lesson for those who
are seeking their promise land, the Kingdom of God.

Those in Israel who did not follow God's directiarigshed in the wilderness.
Today those who are in the religious systems - db not follow God's Word to
the letter - - - will perish in their religious dmusion. Religion never saved anyone,
nor will they find grace in the sight of God. Théseno overcoming message in the
church today. As Moses related to the childrerscdel:

"Behold, | have taught you statutes and judgmewsn as the Lord my God
commanded me, that ye should do so in the landherhye go to possess it."
Deuteronomy 4:5

Moses had taught the children of Israel God's ®atand judgments. He taught
them God's statutes so they would know what Goeebep of them when they



went into the promise land. He also taught them'sSsodgments so they would
know what would happen if they did not do them.

Today God is teaching His people His Kingdom wayw/ken they inherit the
Kingdom they will know how to rule and reign withriil Those who do not know
His Kingdom ways and principles cannot be placeglasitions of authority in His
Kingdom. Moses continues:

"Keep therefore and do them; for this is your wisdand your understanding in
the sight of the nations, which shall hear all #netatutes, and say, Surely this
great nation is a wise and understanding people.\iwat nation is there so great,
who hath God so nigh unto them, as the Lord our Sad all things that we call
upon Him for? And what nation is there so greatt tigth statutes and judgments
so righteous as all this law, which | set before ylois day?" Deuteronomy 4:6-8

As we consider these verses, it is plain to se@dople who are going to be part
of the Kingdom of God. God's Kingdom will be mageaf Spiritual Israel, those
who make up His Holy City, New Jerusalem. This WwélHis people who have a
wise and understanding heart, who through theidigloee and love have drawn
near to God and God to them.

All God's laws are righteous. The beloved Johnlpmoed:

"Little children, let no man deceive you: he thaeth righteousness is righteous,
even as He is righteous." | John 3:7

When we do God's law, the Word of God, then weigtgeous because His laws
are righteous. If we want to be righteous in tlyhisof God, then we must live our
lives by His righteous laws. When we live this wten all the nations will know
we belong to God. Those who do His commandmentmade another promise:

"Ye are My friends, if ye do whatsoever | command iHenceforth | call you not
servants; for the servant knoweth not what His Lawdth: but | have called you
friends; for all things that | have heard of My FatH have made known unto
you." John 15:14-15

Only one man was called the friend of God. This thasfather of our faith,
Abraham. We, too, can become friends of God if wevilatsoever He commands
us. This is when we become obedient to His Wordeh\lie become totally
obedient, then we are no longer in the servanirgalit we become God's friends.
Then whatever the Lord hears from His Father, HeEmalke known unto us.
Moses gives warning to the people:



"Only take heed to thyself, and keep thy soul eity, lest thou forget the things
which thine eyes have seen, and lest they deart tiny heart all the days of thy
life: but teach them thy sons, and the son's sdbsuteronomy 4:9

Moses warned the people to keep their soul diligefhe soul is the life of man,
his innermost being. We are to guard our soulsjghts, and emotions diligently.
This means we are to guard them with extreme caliare to do this so we
will not forget the things our eyes have seen. Wiierread of Israel's failures, we
are to take heed we do not fall into the same edames put it very well when he
wrote:

"For if any be a hearer of the Word, and not a dberjs like unto a man
beholding his natural face in a glass. For he beleth himself, and goeth his way,
and straightway forgetteth what manner of man hs.\Bait whoso looketh in the
perfect law of liberty, and continueth therin, herg not a forgetful hearer, but a
doer of the work, this man shall be blessed irdeisd.” James 1:23-25

If we are only hearers of the Word and not doethefWord, then we are like a
man looking into a mirror. The mirror we look intthe Word of God. What do
we see reflecting back to us? It is the life ofi€hiWhen we turn away from the
Word, then we forget what kind of person we reall.

When we continue in the Word, then we understandiQuerfect law of liberty in
our life. But this is only when we become doer$iaf Word, and not hearers only.
When we do the Word, we have God's promise webgiblessed in our dee(|
we set out to accomplish).

When God called Israel to Mt. Sinai to speak tarttaidibly, they refused to hear
His voice. Instead they wanted Moses to hear Gddelhthem God's words.

"And the Lord commanded me at that time to teachsyatutes and judgments,
that ye might do them in the land whither ye ga twvgossess it." Deuteronomy
4:14

Those who have labored in God's Word have been gineegrace to teach His
statutes and judgments so when we enter into aumipe land the Kingdom of
God, we will know what is pleasing and not pleasmglis sight. If we are going
to rule and reign in God's Kingdom, then we muatreHis Kingdom ways. These
can only be taught by those who understand thenms&tno understand God's
Kingdom ways and principles will be made heads ¢\isrinheritance.

"Take ye therefore good heed unto yourselves;daayv no manner of similitude
on the day that the Lord spake unto you in Horetoobthe midst of the fire. Lest

ye corrupt yourselves, and make you a graven imagesimilitude of any figure,

the likeness of male or female," Deuteronomy 4:45-1



When God spoke to Israel out of the smoke andbfiréhe mountain, they saw no
similitude (form or likenesspf God at that time. As the beloved John wrote:

"No man hath seen God at any time. If we love omheer, God dwelleth in us,
and His love is perfected in us." | John 4:12

The world will see God only when our love is peréecin each other.

God warned Israel not to make any graven imagemlitsde of any figure - - -
male or female. Yet in the church system todayseemany pictures of Jesus. No
one knows what Jesus looked like. Some even pittumeas a woman. The
catholic religion has many images and similitudesytiook to. Many worship the
shroud of turpin which is supposed to be Jesuglxloth - - - again a similitude
of what God warned against. We do not need sualgshf we believe God's

Word. Moses continued:

"But the Lord hath taken you, and brought you farti of the iron furnace, even
out of Egypt, to be unto Him a people of inheritgraseye are this day."
Deuteronomy 4:20

The Lord brought Israel out of the iron furnace. irbe furnace was a place of
testing. Israel's time in the wilderness was ttigie of testing and preparation.
Today God's elect are in their iron furnace.

"But who may abide the day of His coming? And wiadl skand when He
appeareth? For He is lie a refiner's fire, and likdlers' soap." Malachi 3:2

Our God is like a refiner's fire in our lives, add will refine His silver and gold
vessels. He is also like fuller's soggundry soap}o wash us clean through in the
water of His Word.

Israel was God's inheritance, just as we are Hiieritance in the earth today. As
Jesus revealed to John on the Isle of Patmos:

"He that overcometh shall inherit all things; andill be his God, and he shall be
My son." Revelation 21:7

Those who are going through God's iron furnace asetkrcomers who will
inherit all things . This is what God has plannedHa elect. Our iron furnace
experience is never easy. But we, too, must havéroe of testing

and preparation if we are to enter into the Kingdwrsod to become rulers and
reigners with Him. Malachi further revealed:

"And they shall be Mine, saith the Lord of hostghiat day when | make up My
jewels; and | will spare them, as a man sparetholws son that serveth him."
Malachi 3:17



We are God's jewels in the earth if we obey His \amd serve Him with our
whole heart. God's elect, alone, will be spareithéntime of tribulation, and only
those who serve Him with their whole heart willlBis in that day. Jesus spoke of
these jewels who will make up His Holy City:

"Who, when He had found one pearl of great pricentvand old all that he had,
and bought it." Matthew 13:46

Jesus sold all He had - - - His glory in the eterealm to come to earth to obtain a
pearl {ewe) of great price. He did this so He would have apbe He could walk
and talk with in the cool of the day as He did wAitham and Eve in the garden.

When Israel entered into their promise land, theteswhad no inheritance in the
land. God was their inheritance. As God has prodhiges whole earth is our
inheritance - - - and we are His precious jewels,ifkheritance in the earth.

Moses continued warning Israel:

"Take heed unto yourselves, lest ye forget thenamteof the Lord your God,
which He made with you, and make you a graven in@aghe likeness of any
thing, which the Lord thy God hath forbidden théer. the Lord thy God is a
consuming fire, even a jealous God." Deuteronor@3-24

God is very definite about our not making graveages of Him or anything else
He created. We are to worship the Creator, notitbated.

Moses informed us, our God is a jealous God armhauming fire. The word
consume means "to totally destroy." Yet the chsydtem teaches the people to
fear hell, but does not teach them to fear God wltlbe all-consuming fire. Paul
gave us the same warning in his letter to the Hefire

"Wherefore we receiving a Kingdom which cannot beed, let us have grace,
whereby we may serve God acceptably with reverandeyodly fear. For our
God is a consuming fire." Hebrews 12:28-29

Israel was promised their promise land as an dtarharitance. We are made the
same promise concerning the Kingdom of God, if ere Him with reverence
and godly fear. Our God truly is a consuming fit@ai will destroy all things that
do not bring glory to His name. Moses continued:

"When thou shalt beget children, and children'ddrien, and ye shall have
remained long in the land, and shall corrupt yolves, and make a graven image,
or the likeness of any thing, and shall do evihe sight of the Lord thy God, to
provoke Him to anger: | call heaven and earth ttness against you this day, that
ye shall soon utterly perish from off the land whetto ye go over Jordan to



possess it; ye shall not prolong your days upohbut,shall utterly be destroyed.
And the Lord shall scatter you among the nationd, yshall be left few in
number among the heathen, whither the Lord shad iou." Deuteronomy 4:25-
27

What Moses spoke to the people is exactly what évaggh. Israel sinned. Because
of this they were scattered among the nations. Tdst\their promise land, as we
can also lose our promise land, the Kingdom of Gosle become rebellious as
Israel did, and do not heed God's warnings.

But God made Israel a promise:

"But if from thence thou shalt seek the Lord thylGbou shalt find Him, if thou
seek Him with all thy heart and with all thy soub&uteronomy 4:29

God promised Israel a way back to Him, if they vadosek Him with all their
heart and with all their soul. God did not fors&ke ancient people. He sent them
a Saviour. Jesus told His disciples:

...l am not sent but unto the lost sheep ohiese of Israel." Matthew 15:24

Jesus was only sent to the lost sheep of the tabkssael. It was not until Paul had
ministered for a period of time that he declared:

"But when the Jews saw the multitudes, they wiked fvith envy, and spake
against those things which were spoken by Paulyaditting and blaspheming.
Then Paul and Barnabas waxed bold, and said, Itwemessary that the Word of
God should first have been spoken to you: but ggerput it from you, and judge
yourselves unworthy of everlasting life, lo, wentto the Gentiles. For so hath the
Lord commanded us, saying, | have set thee tolighteof the Gentiles, that thou
shouldest be for salvation unto the ends of théhéaActs 13:45-47

Paul declared the Jews were unworthy of everlasfigrhey refused to believe
on the one who brought God's plan of salvatiorR&al turned away from them,
and began to minister to the Gentile nations. Rasl to be the light unto the
Gentiles, and his writings are still a light un®taday.

Jesus came to the lost sheep of the tribe of ISféelneed to understand God did
not forsake Israel. Israel forsook their God. Gad provided a way back for them,
as He spoke through Moses. Israel never acceptecbthing of Jesus. They are
still looking for a future Messiah.

Paul wrote to the church at Rome:

"For | speak to you Gentiles, inasmuch as | amaghestle of the Gentiles, |
magnify mine office:" Romans 11:13



Paul was the apostle to the Gentiles. The word Eposansone who is

sent."God met Paul on the road to Damascus and changedligiion and his
Spiritual outlook. Paul became a new creation il @od knew what he was to do.
He related to the Gentiles:

"For He that wrought effectually in Peter to the afleship of the circumcision,
the same was mighty in me toward the Gentiles:'ateais 2:8

Peter was the apostle to the circumcision (Israak), Paul was the apostle to the
Gentiles. It was by Paul we have the revelatiothefchurch and the knowledge as
to how the church is to operate. As God spoke tandas, Paul was a chosen
vessel of God.

Paul had to break from all his former religiousiéislto do the work of God. Paul
was well thought of in the Jew's religion. Thisvisy they wanted to kill him. This
is still true today when one leaves the organisfidion. They may not try to Kkill
them physically, but they are ostersized from th&dst, spoken evil of, prayed
against, and made apostate from their presenceedvtetated to Israel:

"When thou art in tribulation, and all these thirege come upon thee, in the latter
days, if thou turn to the Lord thy God, and shaltdibedient unto His voice;"
Deuteronomy 4:30

Moses spoke of the time of the Great TribulatiomisTs the time that lies directly
ahead of us. God promised His ancient people wietirhe of tribulation comes,
if they would turn back to God and obey His voitey too would be saved. This
Is why many believe Israel will recognize their Mied, Jesus Christ, and turn
back to the true worship of God. Paul spoke of ithisis letter to the church at
Rome:

"But to Israel He saith, All day long | have stredchforth My hands unto a
disobedient and gainsaying people." Romans 10:21

"l say then, Hath God cast away His people? Goditbror | also am an
Israelite, of the seed of Abraham, of the tribe afj&®in. God hath not cast away
His people which He foreknew. . ." Romans 11:1-2

Israel was a disobedient and gainsayspeéking against Gogbeople. Still God
has not cast away His ancient people, but they oarat to God by and through
Jesus Christ. As Jesus related:

" ...l am the way, the truth, and the life: namtometh unto the Father, but by
Me." John 14:6



Jesus is the only way to God for all peoples. Tintuides His ancient people
Israel. God made a promise through Moses:

"For the Lord thy God is a merciful God; He willtnforsake thee, neither destroy
thee, nor forget the covenant of thy fathers wilelrsware unto them."
Deuteronomy 4:31

Israel broke their covenant with God. A covenamh&le between two people or
peoples. Israel did not keep their end of the camgrso God was not obligated to
keep His part of the covenant. Because of Isreefiisal to keep their part of the
covenant, the covenant became of no effect. TméysGod made aew
covenantvith His ancient people. This new covenant alsdtuthed the Gentiles.
As Paul related to the Hebrews:

"For this is the covenant that | will make with theuse of Israel after those days,
saith the Lord; | will put My laws into their mindnd write them in their hearts:
and | will be to them a God, and they shall be ® &beople." Hebrews 8:10

The new covenant was made in Jesus' blood and bbaldgn This was not a
covenant written in stone or with ink. This is ar@pal covenant God has written
in the peoples' hearts. Those who come to Jesust@hti a broken and contrite
spirit will be the partakers of this covenant. Ttwwenant can only be kept by and
through the Spirit. This new covenant replaced tbdaw (covenant). Paul
informed the Hebrews:

"In that He saith, A new covenant, He hath madditeeold. Now that which
decayeth and waxeth old is ready to vanish awagirews 8:13

When the new covenant was made, the old covenarghed away. God did not
forsake His ancient people. Instead He provideththevay back into His
presence. When Jesus addressed His disciplesfétmed them:

"These twelve Jesus sent forth, and commanded #asing, Go not into the way
of the Gentiles, and into any city of the Samastanter ye not: But go rather to
the lost sheep of the house of Israel." Matthevs-HD:

The disciples were not to go to the Gentiles. Thetd@snwere not given the Word
until Paul was sent to them. The disciples were tmlyo to the lost sheep of the
house of Israel. Jesus further stated:

...l am not sent but unto the lost sheep ohiese of Israel." Matthew 15:24

God gave ancient Israel every chance to returning But they rejected God and
His Son. But God's mercy is still extended to thdhthey return to Him with their



whole heart and accept their Messiah, then they,dan enter into God's promise
land, the Kingdom of God.

God had given Israel ample warning as to what wbalgben to them if they
turned their backs on Him:

"| call heaven and earth to witness against yos thay, that ye shall soon utterly
perish from off the land whereunto ye go over Jarttapossess it; ye shall not
prolong your days upon it, but shall utterly be to@ged. And the Lord shall
scatter you among the nations, and ye shall bddaftin number among the
heathen, whither the Lord shall lead you." Deutenory 4:26-27

We know by history this is exactly what happenest fisrael was scattered by the
Assyrians in 721 BC and Judah, by Babylon, in 586 B/e need to take warning,
or we, too, can lose our promise land if we turntmacks on God in this time of
testing and preparation.

Paul related God's Word was to be spoken to I§raelBut they rejected it, and
as Paul proclaimed, because of this Israel judgechselves unworthy of
everlasting life.

But God made a promise through Moses:

"For the Lord thy God is a merciful God; He willtnforsake thee, neither destroy
thee, nor forget the covenant of thy fathers wiklelsware unto the them."
Deuteronomy 4:31

God is a merciful God. He has not, nor will He &ks His ancient people. But His
ancient people have forsaken Him. Moses remindeell®f when God appeared
on Mt. Sinai and spoke audibly to them:

"For ask now of the days that are past, which wetore thee, since the day that
God created man upon the earth, and ask from tieesaie of heaven unto the
other, whether there hath been any such thing iaggtieat thing is, or hath been
heard like it? Did ever people hear the voice ofiGpeaking out of the midst of
the fire, as thou hast heard, and live? Or hath Gedayed to go and take Him a
nation from the midst of another nation, by tempte, by signs, and by wonders.
And by war, and by a mighty hand, and by stretchegcon, and by great terrors,
according to all that the Lord your God did for youEgypt before your eyes?
Unto thee it was shewed, that thou mightest knawvtkie Lord He is God; there is
none else beside Him. Out of heaven He made thesatoHis voice, that He
might instruct thee: and upon earth He shewed Hisereat fire; and thou
heardest His words out of the midst of the firedu2ronomy 4:32-36



When God appeared to Israel, the people saw thkesaral fire on the mountain.
The mountain shook at God's presence, and the peepibled and turned away
from God, and told Moses to hear from God, andtielin what God said. The
same is true today, the people do not want to fnear God. They want to hire a
man preache}) to hear from God, and tell them what to do. IGizd's desire to
have a personal relationship with everyone whaled by His name. Paul wrote
to the Hebrews about another day that is coming:

"And the sound of a trumpet, and the voice of wondsch voice they that heard
intreated that the word should not be spoken tanthey more: But ye are come
unto Mount Sion, and unto the city of the livingdGihe heavenly Jerusalem, and
to an innumerable company of angels, to the gerssssémbly and church of the
firstborn, which are written in heaven, and to Gbd Judge of all, and to the
spirits of just men made perfect, and to Jesusitbeiator of the new covenant,
and to the blood of sprinkling, that speaketh batiengs then that of Abel.

See that ye refuse not Him that speaketh. Foeif #scaped not who refused Him
that spake on earth, much more shall not we escbpe, turn away from Him that
speaketh from heaven: whose voice then shook ttte bat now He hath
promised, saying, Yet once more | shake not thia eaty, but also heaven.

And this word, Yet once more, signifieth the rengwinthose things that are
shaken, as of things that are made, that thosgshivhich cannot be skaken may
remain.

Wherefore we receiving a Kingdom which cannot beeuplet us have grace,
whereby we may serve God acceptably with reverendayodly fear: For our
God is a consuming fire." Hebrews 12:19, 22-26 & 2B

Paul reminded the people of the time when God spokearth to Israel. Then He
prophesied of another day when God will appear todibn - - - to those who
make up His Holy City, the general assembly, thac, the ekklesia, the called
out ones who have become His elect through obeelienklis Word.

Paul warns us not to refuse Him that speaks froavém®the Spiritual realm)He
informs us Israel did not escape God's judgmentwihey refused to hear His
voice. When God spoke to Israel, His voice shoeketarth. But His promise this
time is that His voice will not only shake the &dajwur earth), but the heavens also
(our Spiritual walk in Him). Everything that can sleaken will be removed. If our
faith is shaken, then we too will not inhabit Hisli City. Again we are reminded
our God is a consuming fire.

Moses continued to remind ancient Israel what Gatlaccomplished in their life:



"And because He loved thy fathers, therefore Hesellloeir seed after them, and
brought thee out in His sight with His mighty powet of Egypt; to drive out
nations from before thee greater and mightier thi@u art, to bring thee in, to
give thee their land for an inheritance, as ithsstday. Know therefore this day,
and consider it in thine heart, that the Lord Hd&Sed in heaven above, and upon
the earth beneath: there is none else." Deuterordiiy-39

God did great deliverance in Israel's life, and Moseminded them there was but
one God, and only one God for Israel to serve. Bneesis true today for Spiritual
Israel. If we have other gods in our life, thene@@not have a pure relationship
with our one and only God.

You may say,| do not bow down to idolsThis may be true, but anything that
consumes our time and money has become our gobrdPainded the church at
Ephesus there was only one God.

"One God and Father of all, who is above all, anatigh all, and in you all.”
Ephesians 4.6

To the church at Corinth, He wrote:

"But to us there is but one God, the Father, of mvlare all things, and we in Him,
and one Lord Jesus Christ, by whom are all thiragegl we by Him." | Corinthians
8:6

Many have tried to make God a triune God, havimgdlneads - - - the Father,
Son, and Holy Ghost. They refuse the word the HelyitSjave to the beloved
John:

"For there are three that bear record in heavere Eather, the Word, and the
Holy Ghost: and these three are one." | John 5:7

The Father, the Word (Jesus), and the Holy Ghostragesod. The word one does
not mean united, but one - - - and no other. Toelpet Jonah knew this one God:

"And he said unto them, | am an Hebrew; and | tearLord, the God of heaven,
which hath made the sea and the dry land." Jon&h 1.:

Jonah feared the one who created all things. Soesd to ask who was it that
created all things? John revealed this creating God

"In the beginning was the Word, and the Word wak ®od, and the Word was
God." John 1:1

In the beginning was the Word, the incarnate Chrise Word was with God, and
the Word was God.

All through His Word, God admonishes His peopl&eep His Word that their
days might be prolonged on the earth - - - yet [gemduse to read His Word - - -
and those who do read His Word, refuse to live it.

would inherit the earth. Heaven is not our inh@ct nor is it our hope. Our only
hope is that we become part of His Kingdom peogie will inhabit and make up
His Holy City. Any hope outside of this is folly.

Ancient Israel was given their promise land. We, &re promised a land, and it is
the whole earth where God will set up His Kingdakfe need to learn His
Kingdom ways if we are to rule and reign with Hi®0D years. After that we will
rule and reign for all eternity with our God. Thssthe promise He made to His
little flock, those who walk in His will and in Hiway. This way is open to all who
will seek it with their whole heart. God is boungBis promises as long as we
keep our end to live a righteous and holy life bwel by the dictates of His living
Word.
